Priorities for Sexual Health to 2013: To be discussed in workshops
STI diagnosis and treatment 

· To promote cost effective solutions that deliver  QIPP (Quality, Innovation, Productivity and Prevention) plans through implementing integrated STI/Contraception tariffs

· To reduce late diagnosis of HIV 

Additional actions will be:

· To lead Sexual Health planning and demand management for the 2012 Olympics

· To support London-wide implementation of the Public Health White Paper assuring 
a) Commissioning and network capacity and capability 
b) London best practice templates for commissioning

c) London Sexual Health Promotion/SRE Strategy

d) Support to clinical commissioning groups in London.

Sustaining improvements

· Reduce unplanned pregnancy and repeat abortions in women of all ages through improved access and uptake of contraception in particular Long Acting Reversible Contraception and Emergency Hormonal Contraception.

· To promote “expert patients” by increasing  knowledge  and awareness of services 

· To promote equity of access to abortion services across London

· To increase the integrated STI/Contraception workforce by training for primary and specialist practitioners

· Commissioning improved resilience on Sexual Assault services especially for children.
