	· Integrated Sexual Health Tariff 
· The London Sexual Health Tariff Steering Group is recommending that the 'go live' date, in terms of payment, for the integrated sexual health tariffs be deferred to April 2012
· The deadline for all services to be fully coding and using the new system and uploading data to the grouper remains 1st October 2011. This means that data needs to be collected using all new codes for the 6 weeks prior to this date
· All providers should therefore upload at least 1 months’ data by 1st October and continue to upload into the grouper on a monthly basis. This will maximise the amount of data received prior to the ‘go live’ date.

· This is essential to enable robust financial impact assessments to inform commissioners and providers between October and April and to finalise the price
· Revised currencies of the tariffs will be published on the pathways analytics website shortly.
